The North Austin Coalition of Neighborhoods is an alliance of 8 neighborhood associations in the North Central Austin area. Our coalition was formed in order to have a greater pool of resources and a larger voice to combat issues that all of our neighborhoods collectively face. We represent over 87,000 residents within North Austin. We have been focusing our efforts within the past year on crime around the Rundberg Lane/IH35/North Lamar area. 





As you may already be aware from news reports over the past two years, NACN has become more effective in helping to clean up the North Austin/North Lamar target area.  Our protest in August 2007 and again in December drew quite a bit of media attention, alerting everyone in the city that the residents are ready and willing to take back the neighborhoods for the families.  The City of Austin has been working with us to develop a 5-year revitalization plan.  Finally, a grant proposal is being drafted in an effort to establish a designated DA for the area.  These are just a few of the actions that NACN has implemented to improve the quality of life for its residents.





In that context, we are soliciting your support of our efforts.  Specifically we are requesting that you begin to attend some of our community meetings and city planning meetings.  We would also like to open up a dialogue with you about what judicial options are at your disposal for stricter enforcement of the law and punishments that would include “stay away” or restraining orders, specifically targeting repeat offenders.  We believe that greater involvement and direct interaction with your constituency will lead to the kind of justice that will eventually produce a more stable community for the residents of North Austin.
