	WHERE:


	Lost Pines Scout Reservation, Cub World (Austin Campsite).  
To reach Lost Pines Scout Reservation from Austin using Hwy 71:

East on Highway 71 to Bastrop.

North on Highway 95 approximately 3.8 miles to FM 1441.

East on FM 1441   3.4 miles.

South into Lost Pines Scout Reservation, take first left immediately after entering camp.
Approximate travel time: 1 hour

	Group rate is $5.00 per person ages 2 and up. 

	CAMPING COST:
	The cost per camping family will be $5.   Checks payable to BSA Pack 81

	ACTIVITIES:
	On Saturday morning, boys will get an opportunity to explore the Lost Pines Mine looking for fossils and gold.  In addition, they can learn to pan for gold at the sluice and go fishing in lake Bastrop.
