Currently St. David's South Austin Medical Center
offers comprehensive healthcare and provides leading-
edge services in women's health, neurosciences, oncology,
cardiac care, surgical services, orthopedics and rehabilita-
tion. It is the busiest ER in the city. They are prepared to
handle all emergencies. The hospital includes renovated
Level | and Level Il nurseries, is a JCAHO accredited facil-
ity, has a 24-hour emergency department, and is a

and 05 - 100 Top Hospital® for Cardiovascular Care.

St. David's South Austin Medical Center has an-
nounced a $72-million capital investment for a renovation
and expansion project. The expansion will increase the
hospital by three floors, more than 100,000 square feet and
25 percent more beds. The selected contractor is an Austin
contractor. Plans include:

Clinical improvements: A new three-story patient tower
with one floor dedicated to universal beds for critical care;
an expanded, dedicated women's services area, including
a new nursery and Level Il nursery; completely renovated
surgical suites, including a new operating room for general
surgery, and new operating rooms dedicated to neurosur-
gery and orthopedic surgery; and a new post-anesthesia
care unit (PACU).
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Hospitality upgrades: A new family waiting area outside
of the nurseries, more parking, and additional larger-
sized rooms for extended stays or patients with large
families.

Community resource renovations:  An auditorium that
can also be used as a community center; a renovated
chapel; and a remodeled, state-of-the-art dining area with
a full-service food court; additional parking.

The expansion will necessitate an increase in
nursing staff within the medical surgical areas and critical
care departments, as well as an expected support staff
increase in all ancillary areas.

Organization to Adopt Capital
Metro Bus Stops

My parents, one a minister and the other a
teacher, instilled a sense of civic and community ser-
vice in me. We often participated in this service to-
gether as a family. | guess that is why | feel that being
involved in our neighborhood association is so impor-
tant.

At our January meeting, Capital Metro pre-
sented information on the All Systems Go Long Range
Transit 2010 Plan. During the presentation, Alissa
Schram, Capital Metro Community Involvement Coordi-
nator, mentioned that bus stops could be adopted,
moving them up the priority list for amenities and pro-
viding the adopter with a sign for a small fee. Some-
thing about this project resonated with me as a volun-
teer and as a bus rider.

As the result of neighborhood interest in this
project, the Southwood Neighborhood Association be-
came the first neighborhood organization in Austin to
participate in the Adopt-a-Stop program. We voted to
adopt six stops within our boundaries and our signs will
provide the name of our Association and our website.

If a stop has less than 40, it may not qualify for a
shelter but it might be eligible for other amenities, such
as a trash binorbench.
